· ROLL CALL: ALL Board Members present: 

· CALL TO THE PUBLIC: Individuals may address the Board on any relevant for up to 3 minutes. At the close of the call to the public, Board members may not respond to any comments, but may respond to criticism, ask staff to review a matter or ask that a matter be placed on a future agenda.

· District member, Jean Barton stated that she owns 2 properties at Carr Circle. She is concerned that if a Pickle Ball Court is approved it would de-value her property due to the noise associated  the game; also a baseball field – balls hitting cars, homes, breaking windows, etc.. She suggested a Putt Putt Golf course instead.

a) Approval of Minutes from the Regular Meeting Held on August 20, 2025
· Action: Bob Riester made a motion to accept the minutes, seconded by Jeff Mize; Motion passed unanimously

· TREASURER REPORT & BUDGET: Presented by Mike Lodge

· Suggested by Mike Lodge that the properties held by the WMLCRID might be added to the financial reports – no action taken

· LAKE MANAGER REPORT: Presented by Mike Osbourne - Mike Osbourne  provided copies of the Lake Manager report and provided this overview:
Discussion & Possible Action:
a) Docks: 
· Estimate from Super Deck on new launch dock = $54,000.00 + tax & freight.  Should have a total quote from them next month.
· Concrete work to build new ramp for the fishing dock. One bid came in a $17,000.00; still getting bids. Will provide more bids next month.

b) Carr Circle: 
· Rubberized material for playground: Still waiting for a quote from the playground company.
· Water at Carr Circle: The cost to put water in at Carr Circle is $550.00
· Community input regarding the undeveloped end of Carr Circle;  Pickleball Court & Putt Putt Golf
· Slide Repair: part still hasn’t arrived yet

c) Lighting:
· The light still hasn’t been installed. Need to get a price to rent a lift. 
d) Electric:
· Staff will create a plan to run electric to the beach area – plan will be submitted at a future meeting
e) Boat Storage:
· Looking to purchase a fitted cover for the patrol boat 
f) Beach Area:
· Removal of rocks on the beach – Will meet with the person from the road district to discuss cost and timeline. Will report next month
g) Shore line area in the swim cove: 
· No update; staff will develop a plan with the homeowner and submit to the board at a future meeting
h) Concrete for Picnic Tables:  
· Will wait till more sand is ordered and delivered in the Spring of 2026
i) Security Cameras:
· Need to contact Security 4 Less (Previous supplier of our camera system) to discuss additional cameras that work with the current system; including a license plate reader.

Tabled: 
· Water at Carr Circle till we have further input from the community
Action:  
· Create a committee to request feedback from the community regarding the undeveloped land at Carr Circle
· Get quotes from a company to hire a lift operator to install the light by the shed

· Tabled – No one to present more information.
b) Bylaws: Mike Lodge made a motion to accept the Bylaws, seconded by Jeff Mize; Motion passed unanimously

8.  New Business: Discussion and Possible Action
a) Report form a SCID member: Vance Muder brought it to the boards’ attention that the drought and increase in electric costs has caused the SCID to incur considerably more output of monies than what they currently receive from the WMLCRID. They want the WMLCRID board and the community to be prepared to revisit the agreement and potentially pay them more based on their costs to run the pumps and electricity rather than take more free water from the lake
b) Pumpkin Carving Contest at the beach area in October
· No other information provided
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c) Polar Plunge at the lake next year (January 2026); Teresa Hoopman suggested this activity for next year. She will look into getting blankets and propane heaters donated for the event as well as community input.
d) White Mountain Bass Club: Mike Osbourne added that the next bass club tournament will be held on Sunday, October 5th. Also, that the club will be holding a Bass Club Tournament fundraiser benefitting our 
                     Community on Saturday, October 11. He will be posting fliers and sign up information regarding the event.
