7. LAKE MANAGER REPORT: Presented by Mike Osborne - Mike Osborne  provided copies of the Lake Manager report and provided this overview:
Discussion & Possible Action:
a) Docks: 
· Construction of the new ramp for the fishing dock was started on Nov. 13, 2025. In progress
b) Beach Area:
· Loren Salters moved rocks on the beach for 2 days. Billed us $40.02 for fuel.
c) Electric & Water to the Beach Area:
· Working with Jeff Mize to purchase electrical wiring and rent a trencher. Work to begin weather permitting
d) Picnic Tables:
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· Would like the board to consider approving the purchase of 3 more picnic tables (one by the new fishing dock, one at Carr Circle, and one more at the beach area). Cost form ULINE is $1,095. Each or $1070.00 with the purchase of 3 or more.
· Action: Mike Lodge made a motion to approve the purchase of 3 more picnic table from ULINE, seconded by Jeff Mize. Motion passed unanimously
e) Lighting & Cameras:
· Thank you to Bob Riester for dropping off some cameras and accessories for us to look at and see if we can use them. Not sure about the cameras but most likely we can use the accessories.

f) Carr Circle:
